For PROFESSORS, RESEARCHERS, DOCTORAL STUDENTS and TA STAFF: 

username unitus.it\xxx where xxx is the part before @ in the institutional 

email 

Password: the same as email  

For STUDENTS: 

username xxx where xxx is the tax code or name.surname (i.e. the username 

of the student portal) 

Password: the same as the student portal  
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● Enable VPN from Settings / Network 

 

● Follow the same steps on the Fedora 36 Linux distribution 

 

● Once connected, the VPN icon will appear in the Top Bar
