First Step: 

 

ISCED Selection 

In STEP 1, the student views the available ISCED code(s) for their course of study and selects the one(s) 

compatible with their academic profile. Subsequently, for each ISCED code, the list of available locations 

appears. PLEASE NOTE THAT YOU CAN INDICATE UP TO 3 ISCED CODES. 

 
The choice of the ISCED code, among those available for the course of study, allows the student to select the 

language requirement. To choose the language, simply click on the ADD LANGUAGE button, and a small 

menu will appear. 
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Language proficiency must also be declared through Annex 2, which must be uploaded mandatory on the 

portal in one of the next steps, even if no proficiency is possessed. 

The student can choose up to 3 ISCED codes. 
 

 
 

 

Once the language is added, you can choose the language level by clicking on the menu with the down arrow. 
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After completing this operation, you can return to the previous screen by clicking the blue button "TORNA 

AL BANDO." 
 

Second step: 

 

Choice of the destination 

The second step implies selecting the university destinations among those available. It is possible to arrange 

the destinations based on your preference by simply clicking on one of the destinations and dragging it to 

the desired position. The order will be taken into consideration during the generation of rankings and 

assignment of destinations. 
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Once this operation is completed, you can proceed to the next screen by clicking the blue button AVANTI. 
 

Third Step: 
 
Academic records 
 

Proceeding to the third step, the student verifies the accuracy of career-related data: ID number, course of 

study, legal duration, last enrollment, and average grade in the academic record. This screen is in view-only 

mode. Any inconsistencies should be reported to the Student Office to resolve them before submitting the 

application.
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Fourth Step: 

 

Attachments and declarations 

The fourth step involves submitting attachments and making additional declarations. It is mandatory for the 

student to include a self-declaration stating their language proficiency; failure to do so will result in exclusion 

from the selection process. The required form, Attachment 2, can be found on the page and should be 

downloaded, printed, filled out, scanned in PDF format, and then attached to the application by using the 

"SCEGLI FILE" function. Additionally, the student can upload any international language certifications they 

may hold. 

  
Additionally, at the bottom of the screen, there is a drop-down menu from which you can choose the number 

of months of the previous Erasmus mobility completed during the current course of studies. If no period 

abroad has taken place, select the option "NESSUNA PRECEDENTE MOBILITA". 
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Fifth Step: 

 

Confirmation of the data and submission of the application 

 

After carefully reviewing the selected information, the student can proceed to submit the final application. 

Preferences once submitted cannot be modified, so it is necessary to ensure they are accurate and consistent 

with your academic profile before confirming the application. 

 
 

 
 

Finally, to confirm the submission click on the green button INVIA LA DOMANDA.
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Sixth Step: 

 

Receipt for sending the application 

 

The last step is the receipt for the submitted application. The information on the receipt includes the date of 

submission, time, number, and authentication code. At the bottom of the page, there is also the button "SCARICA LA 

RICEVUTA IN PDF" (DOWNLOAD THE RECEIPT IN PDF), which is necessary to download the receipt.

 
By clicking on the button ALTRE AZIONI on the top right part of the screen, a drop-down menu will appear. 

 

 
 

The applicant who has sent an incorrect application can delete it by clicking the button ANNULLA L’ISCRIZIONE AL 

BANDO and can start a new application.
